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0 ABSTRACT O

The aim of this study is to identify the Relationship between Intellectual Capital and Per-
formance Evaluation at Tishreen University; By determining the role of Intellectual Capi-
tal in the Process of Performance Evaluation. The researcher relied on Both, the Deductive
Approach as a general method, and the Descriptive Approach. He distributed a question-
naire to (303) of Employees in the Central Administration at Tishreen University, retriev-
ing (274) Questionnaires, which were valid for use (264) questionnaire, and then conduct-
ed a field study for the purpose of this relationship, where the researcher used Pearson Cor-
relation Coefficient, as well as the Coefficient of Selection.

The researcher found through the study; There is a lack of interest of the Human Resources
at University under study, The Organizational Structure of the University is also inflexible,
in addition to the lack of training courses for Communication and Communication staff.
The study concluded that; there is a significant relationship between the Intellectual Capital
and the Process of Performance Evaluation. Therefore, there is a Role of Intellectual Capi-
tal in the Process of Performance Evaluation at Tishreen University. This study also
reached a set of recommendations and proposals that would positively contribute to en-
hancing the Role of Intellectual Capital in the Process of Performance Evaluation at Uni-
versity under study.
