Because of the numerous factors causing it, halitosis (oral malodor) is considered one
of the most important problems facing dentists nowadays. The aim of this research is to
study the relationship between halitosis and a group of local factors (sex, smoking, patient
age, oral care) which can affect the oral environment causing the emergence of what is
called oral malodor. In this study, We have chosen 1450 outpatients of the Faculty of
Dentistry to study the prevalence of halitosis; we have ensured that there is an extreme
proportional relationship between halitosis and age advancement, whereas sex has no
significant effect on halitosis. We have also proved that both lack of oral care and smoking
are important factors in increasing the possibility of halitosis emerging.
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
