This study was carried out on 150 patint of Uterus curettage operation in Al-

Assad University Hospital in Lattakia during 2003: 50 patients were given Ketamine,

50 patients were given Thiopental and 50 patients were given Propofol.

We reached the following results:

-The least complication was founded in the group which was given Propofol.

-VVomting did not happen in the group which is given Propofol.

-We found that 90% of patient were given Propofol have completely recovered during
1-5 minutes after finishing the surgical operation while 60% of patients who
were given Ketamine needed 10-15 minutes to recover and 54% of patients who
were given Thiopental needed 10-15 minutes to recover.

-0% of patients who were given Propofol needed 10-15 minutes to recover completely
from the surgical operation.
