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Chlamydia Pneumonia Antibodies Titration in Patients with
Acute Myocardial Infection

O ABSTRACT 0O

There are new studies suggest a relation between seroactivity to Chlamydia
pneumonia and acute myocardial infarction (AMI) .To study this relation in Syrian
patients we titrated the anti Chlamydia pneumonia antibodies Igm,IgA, and IgG in a
group of AMI patients in the first day of infarction and in a group of healthy control
matched for age, sex, diabetes, arterial hypertention, dyslipidaemia and smoking. We
used ELISA test to detect the antibodies.

For IgM, IgA, there was no difference between the two groups.

For 1gG 36 patients and 36 healthy matched controls were included and the
percentage of positivity was (69.40% and 44.44%) respectively with OR=2.84 and 95%
CI (1.08 to 7.45) and with (p value=0.032).

Conclusion: the presence of high prevalence rate and high titers of 1gG specific
anti ¢. pneumonia antibodies in AMI patients demonstrate the presence of chronic or
reactivated chronic infection by c.pneumonia in those patients.

The study included 55 cases, 35 patients of them had a chronic renal failure which
was cured by dialyses for different periods ( from few months to seven years), 10 of them
are a chronic renal failure patients which was cured by conservative way ( without dialyses )
, 10 cases were normal persons who were considered as a standard.

D. dimer was measured in these patients by latex as follow:

- First group: The measurement was done before dialyses and after it. The patients were
chosen without considering the cause of the renal failure, its duration, and period of dialysis
and specific morbid case now.
- Second group: The measurement was done during periodic assessment far the renal
failure without consideration its duration or its cause.
- Third group: Normal standard group.

Results:
1- The renal failure by its own and the way of treatment (conservative or dialysis) don't rise
D. dimer measurement.
2- Hemodialysis doesn't affect D.dimer measurement.
3- D. dimer measurement is useful in chronic renal failure patients to put the diagnosis and
for observation some specific cases which can occur for them.

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The evaluation of the efficacy of early administration

of magnesium in acute myocardial infarction

O ABSTRACT 0O

In human being magnesium, can reduce peripheral vascular resistance and
increase cardiac output without any corresponding increase in cardiac output. Thus
magnesium infusion started early after the onset of myocardial infarction might

limit infarct size, prevent serious arrhythmias and reduce mortality.

Our study covered (54) patients .suffering from AMI with high risk of
mortality. treatment consisted of (8 m mol) bolus of magnesium sulphate
administration over 15 minute period, followed by (69 m mol) infusion over 24 hour
period. The primary endpoint is death at 30 days secondary end points are
congestive heart, failure, arrhythmias,

Results:

The groups were comparable in prevalence of risk factors for the coronary
artery disease and other acute parameters of AMI. The serum magnesium was
decreased in ]6 patients from 44 patients (36.36%). The magnesium group showed
lower incidence of death (4 vs 20 %) and heart failure (26.36% vs 46.42%) ,but it
did not show any effects on arrhythmias.

We did not observe any serious adverse effects, thus magnesium therapy is
relatively safe.

The aim of this research to determine risk factors related to A.M.I especially total
cholesterol and LDL, HDL cholesterol and triglycerides. The research was done about
patients accepted at 1.C.U with acute myocardial infraction of two sex and those were
about /88/ patients age: 30-70 years. And control group was /30/ persons were normal of
two sex. We measured T.C, T,G, HDL-C, LDL-C.

We considered the amounts which more than 200 mg%ml for T.C was high and
200 mg%ml for T.G was high and 160 mg%ml for LDL-C , but the amounts which was
less than 35 mg%ml low for HDL-C.

At the end we reach the following results:

1. There is a difference with lipids concentration for LDL-c , HDL-c, TG which is
statistcally signifcant between patients who have A.M.A and another people who didn't
have it. But for T.C concetration there is no difference significant statically.

2. The most common riskc factors is decreasing of HDL-C and the correlation between
M.I and HDL-C is negative.

3. Hyper triglyceridemia is more founded than hyper cholesterolemai as risk factor of
AM.L

4. The risk become greater if there is TTG& ~HDL-c (more than ~HDL-c & TG normal).
5. If HDL-C < 35 mg%ml the percentage of presence and severity become greater.

6. Cholesterol and LDL-C are connecting strongly and passively but their connection
with Ml is weak.

7. Risk factors of Ml increased at patients who has age > 60 years and percentage for
males more than females which decreased post menopuse.

8. Smoking was common risk factors for Ml and it is connecting eith MI passively and
negatively with HDL-C.

9. But for others diseases as HTN and DM the conncting was weak.

The study had been made on 36 patients, who were form different ages and had
kidney transplantation in different times. Those patients were accepted in Al-Assad
University Hospital. The Internal Disease department , Or Came to the Artificial kidney
section. 16 of those patients had the transplantation in Syria "44.44%" (group 1), and 20
patients outside Syria "55.56%" (group IlI). This study concentrated on the complications
either the surgical or the internal. The results had been evaluated according to the country
of transplantation, the inerval between transplantation and complication and the given
immunosupression therapy. Every patient in this study were examine the first visit and all
the informations about him were recorded, then the necessary test were made. During the
study we made two routine evaluations for compliccations, which happened previonsly,
and we accepted the patients with new complications in the hospital for treatmnt and strict
evaluation. The evaluation of results depends on the place of transplantation, the interval
between transplantation and complication, and the type of immunosupiression treatment.

The hematologic complications were the most common complication (38.88%).
The reject appleared in (36.11 %) of the patients.

Infections appeared in (33.33%) of the patients. The most common cardiouascular
complication was Arterial Hypertension. The Endocrinal complications appeared in
(36.5%) of patients, appeared in 16.6 of the patients Hyperuricaemia, and livertoxicity was
the most common gastrointestinal complication. Lipids disorders occurred in (27.77%) of
patients. Macrogingivae appeared in the same ratio.

Glomerulonephritis as Nephrotic Syndrome appeared (8.33%) of patients.
Malignancies occurred in (8.33%) Infections was the most common cause of death
between the patients.

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The Helicobacter Pylori Positivity in Non-ulcer dyspepsia

This study was done in Al-Assad hospital in Lattakia from oct. 2001 to oct.
2002 . The range of patients age 15-80 years old, from both sexes with complains
go with the definition of dyspepsia were prospectively enrolled in this study .

We refer these patients to undergo endoscopy if other investigations were
normal, 223 of these patients were have Pathological findings in endoscopy while
102 patients they had normal endoscopy, they were classified as having non-ulcer
dyspepsia ( NUD ).We took mucosal biopsies during the endoscopy for these
patients to detect the infection with Helicobacter Pylori (HP) using modified Gimsa
stain to rule out the false negative results.

The results were as follow :

- The ratio of NUD according to other organic causes for dyspepsia was 32 %
- The HP positivity in NUD was 60.7 %

- The most common complain in these patients was type | ( Ulcer like dyspepsia )
and in a lesser extent type IV ( Non specific dyspepsia ), which is a combination of
symptoms from different subgroups .

- The highest ratio for NUD and HP positivity was in age group between 25 - 34
years old .

Anemia is a very unique disease because of its various causes, It is common
and may be a manifestation of an underlying nonhematologic disorder, Or caused by
an aquired or heriditatry abnormality of the red blood cells .

This study included 122 anemic patients who where admitted at AL ASSAD
Univrsity Hospital in Lattakia between 2001 - 2002 .

The purpose of this study is to identify the prevalence, kinds, and prognoses of
anemia and its relationship with age and sex. And study the causes of anemia to
identify the diseases which caused anemia.

Patients ages were between 14 - 84 years, Incidence of anemia was high at
younger ages and females. There were various causes of anemia in our study,
Diseases which caused anemia in our study are :

1 - Iron deficiency anemia, 37 patients 30.32 %

2 - Thalassmia B minor , 20 patients 16.3 %

3 - Leukemias , 13 patients 10.6 %

4 - Hemolytic anemia, 8 patients 6.55 %

5 - Macrocytic anemia , 6 patients 4.91 %

6 - Malignant lemphomas , 3 patients 2.45 %

7 - Aplastic anemia, Myelofebrosis, and myelodysplastic anemia, 6 patient 4.91 %
8 - Anemia of chronic disease , 29 patients 23.77 %

We assured that the early diagnosis of the disease which caused anemia will
improve the quality of life by treating what caused anemia not only treating anemia.

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Comparison of three different methods for the diagnosis
of giardiasis in adults

The diagnosis of giardiasis has a great importance because its worldwide
prevalence and varied digestive symptomatology. The aim of this study was to evaluate
and compare three techniques for giardia lamblia diagnosis : examination of duodenal
aspirates duodenal biopsies and stool specimens.

Multiple stool examination were done and duodenal aspirates were collected in
105 patients and simultaneous duodenal biopsies in 40 patients who underwent upper
G.1 endoscopy for dyspepsia and other upper G.l. disorders. Giardia was positive in
14.2% aspirates , 6.66% stools (by single examination ), 9.52% stools (by examination
of three stools on separate accasions) and in 5% of biopsies all of the cases diagnosed by
fecal examination and duodenal biopsy exhibited the presence of trophozoites in their
duodenal aspirates. There was a clear male predominance in giardia positive groups
p<0.05 (15.38%) of the males were infected and only 6.06% of the females were
infected.

We also compared the symptoms of giardia positive patients and negative
patients. The main symptoms of positive cases were flatulence 73.3% epigastralgia
diarrhea nausea and vomiting 66.6% borborygmi 33.33% fool smelling stool 26.66%
constipation 20% fatigue 13.3% weight loss 6.66% but only flatulence nausea vomiting
diarrhea were observed significantly more often in positive cases p<0.05 . there were no
significant in both relative and absolute number of eosinophiles in positive groups. This
study suggests that giardia should be considered in patients with upper G.I disorders
especially in those with negative endoscopy. We recommend to consider duodenal
aspiration during endoscopy to discard giardiasis. Because it appears to be the most
sensitive and reliable method for the diagnosis of giardiasis.

A perspective study made on 67 patients which had underwent traditional
surgical treatment for upper urinary tract stones at Alassad hospital university in lattakia
between the ending’s of 1999 till October 2001.

The patient’s age varied between the 3-73 years and the highest rate was between
41-50 years (29.8%) with female/male rate 1/1.2

The obstruction was the first indication for surgical approach in 40 cases about
(59.7%) and the simple pyelolithotomy was the most surgical procedure which we made
in 20 cases (60.6%)

Complications during surgery was recoded in 26 patients (38.8%) while no
complications was records in 41 patients (61.8%). The most important complication
during surgery was hemorrhage which occurred in 5 cases about 7.47%

The ureteral injury occurred in 2 patients (2.98%) while the highest rate
complication during surgery was peritoneum injury in 41 patients about 20.8%

The early postoperative complication occurred in 20 patients (29.8%) retained
stone fragments was the important which occurred in 4 patients (5.9%) also urinary
fistula occurred in 4 patients (5.9%)

The highest rate complication postoperative was infection wound in 8 cases
(11.94%)

We could not follow up the late complications because we have not any
compliance from patients for follow-up every 3 months.

We did not record any death postoperative.

The study was conducted at the Alassad university hospital in Lattakia and included

43 patients. They have had injuries to the urethra based on clinical data and

radiology studies. The most important results were as follows:

1- injuries to the posterior urethra 37.3%

2- injuries to the anterior urethra 62.7%

3- these injuries was caused by iatrogenic causes 74.4% and external violence
25.6%

4- Dblood on urethral meatus was the single most important sign of urethral injury.

5- The management of these injuries consists of suprapubic cystostomy 74% in the
injuries to the anterior urethra and 56% in the injuries to the posterior urethra.

6- The most complication on follow up was urethra stricture 28.5% but only 7.1%
of patients developed urinary incontinence and impotence

7- From the previous results we advocate the adoption of suprapubic cystostomy
with delayed urethral reconstruction as the treatment of choice to injuries to the
urethra.

The research included 30 patients admitted to the surgery department in Alassad
university hospital for non-traumatic acute arterial occlusion from 1/7/2001 to 1/9/2002.

The embolic cases were differentiated from the thrombotic cases according to
clinical criteria only (15 embolic cases / 15 thrombotic cases).

The lesion was seen in 6 male (40%) and in 9 female (60%).

The lesion located in 11 cases in the lower limb (74.3%) and in 4 cases in the

upper limb. The most encountered location was the femoral artery (in 7 cases

46.7%).

The patients were divided into three clinical groups according to the SVS/ISCVS
classification depending on the clinical examination and Doppler criteria (group 1
included 3 patients 20%, and group 2 included 6 patients 40%, and group 3 included 6
patients 40%).

The patients were divided into three therapeutic group for optimal management:

The first group included group 1 and subgroup 2a , there was available time to do
other investigations to confirm the affection then the patients undergo urgent surgery by
embolectomy only. The second group included subgroup 2b and subgroup early 3 ,there
was no time to do other investigations and the patients undergo immediate surgery by
embolectomy with or without fasciotomy. The third group included subgroup late 3
there was sufficient time to detect and control the associated major medical condition
then the patients undergo prompt surgery by amputation.

The total morbidity rate was 40% most are related to cardiac events.

The total morbidity rate was 26.7% (75% of the cases due to cardiac events)

We also found the importance of urgent surgery which
gives us a good reduction and fixation; accordingly it allows an early movement and an
early laying on the affected limb, which lessens the percentage of the lethal complication
on this category of patients (death fracture).

The study was conducted at the AL-Assad University Hospital in Lattakia
Department of Surgery between 118/2000-1/812002 and included 79 patients. They
have had surgical benign breast lesions based on the clinical data, radiological and
pathological studies and surgical procedures.

The most important results were as follows:
1- surgical benign breast lesions accounted to 4.56% of the selected operations in
general surgery.
2-The average of the period since the development of the features till the admission to
the hospital was 6months & a half.
3-The main complaints were, a breast mass, an axillary's mass and lesions of the nipple.
These complaints were accompanied by pain in 67% of the cases.
4-The new diagnostically radiological techniques, FNAC, Needle -core biopsy were
implied in 36 cases (67%).
5-The surgical procedures included excisional biopsy (85%),conoid biopsy (10.2%),
quadrant mastectomy (7.2%) and total duct excision (2.8%).
6-The periaereolar incision was the most common incision (55.5%).
7- The study emphasized the rational use of drains and the importance of the
homeostasis in preventing the post surgical hematomas which occurred in 11
incisions of which 7 drains was used.
8-The fibrocystic disease was the most common surgical benign lesion of the breast
(34.4%).

This study shows the importance of the radiological techniques, FNAC and
Needlecore biopsy in detecting the surgical benign breast lesions, which may help to
avoid the unnecessary excisional biopsies in the management of these lesions.

Ultra sonography was positive in 44 patients with no false positive results And
one false negative results Thus ,ultra sonography demonstrated Sensitivity of 97,7%.

DPL was positive in 28 patients ,26 of them were submitted to exploratory
Laparotomies with no false positive results, but one false negative results,, DPL
demonstrated sensitivity of 96.3
Splenic injuries were found in 25 patients with rate 55,5% and according to The
classification of injuries we had :

Grade (1) 8%, grade(2) 8%, grade ( 3) 32% , Grade (4) 36% , grade (5) 16% .

Hepatic injuries were found in 9 patients with rate 20% and according to The
classification of injuries we had :

Grade (1) 33,3% grade (2) 33,3, grade (3) 22,2% , grade (4) 11,1%, No pancreatic
injury was found in this study .

Eight patients-most of them children and had positive ultrasonography - Were treated
with nonoperative management.

Back ground: The European advisory group of the expanded program on
immunization of WHO has recommended that by 2010 or earlier, congenital Rubella
should be well controlled or eliminated in all countries in Europe. Debate on the
introduction of Rubella vaccine into national immunization schedules continues to occur,
and data on Rubella and Congenital Rubella Syndrome in Syria are in sufficient.

Objective: To determine age - specific Rubella seroprevalence in the 1 to 15 year -
old unvaccinated children in lattakia , Syria Methods : a total of 500 unvaccinated children
1 to 15 years old were selected for the study with cluster sampling in Lattakia , Syria . The
information on sociodemographic characteristics and disease history was gathered for each
child and Rubella - specific 1gG antibodies of every child were assayed quantitatively by
the micro - enzyme immunoassay (ELISA)

Results: Of the500 children tested for rubella antibodies, 88 (17.6%) were
seronegative .

The proportions of susceptible children were 27%, 13%, 12% in the age groups of 1 to 5, 6
to 10 , and 11 to 15 years , respectively. Of the girls( 10 -15 ) years age 9.2 % were
susceptible to Rubella infection.

Conclusion: Because a substantial proportion of girls in their ( 5- 10 ) years of age are
susceptible to Rubella, immunization efforts should be directed at infants or prepubertal children.

2- The number of postneonatal mortalty were 27 and comprised 0.9% to of admissions at
pediatric department.

3- The infections formed the greatest ratio of Neonatal mortality and Reached to 29.7%
and then Birth asphyxia, Respiratory disstress syndrome, congenital abnormalities and
the ratio were 20%, 15.3%, 13.5% and 11.7% Respectively.

Iron deficiency anemia is considered the most disease diffusion during infancy
period and the most responding to treatment. most situations may be hidden and may
affect infant health badly later specially his growth and mental development, so we had
to concentrate on this disease diffusion among infants to discover most important factors
that cause the disease and make it spread in our community .

Wee have made statistical study consists of 176 infants and we have studied
education and economical level around them. we have found that the least educational
mother was a help factor which cause anemia of children and it was the least percentage
at children whose mothers have a university degree ( %8.16). Also it was at the highest
percentage at those who have limited income (workers and employees) %91.84. We have
studied the nutritious manner of every infant. It was found that natural nursing
percentage among the sick was less (%48.15) than the healthy (%62.07) .

The additional nutrition of infants who had iron deficiency anemia lacked for
sources full of iron as meat (%0)and vegetables (%3.70) and it was only carbohydrates at
most (%55.55).

The percentage of growth disorder specially weight was more at the sick
(%37.04) than healthy (%13.79).

We have studied the relationship between iron deficiency anemia and the mental
developing of children, the percentage of delay of developing at the sick was (%25.93)
which it was less at the healthy (%7.24).

1. The treatment by nebulized Adrinaline improves the respiratory distress of the
patients and improves the elements of surveillance more quickly than the treatment by
nebulized Salbutamol so more better than the treatment of Etaphyline by the
intravenus.

(57,14% in january)-

56% of the positive Cases were between 6 to 11 Months of age this is the highest
percentage ; it was 55,76% Boys and 44,23% Girls. There was a clear Relationship
between Bottelfeeding and Diarrhea, also between Diarrhea and Malnutrition ; in 37,34%
of the positive Cases was the Weight equal or less than 5% of the normal Weight.
Vomiting was found in 90,38% of the Rota virus positive Group, and Dehydration in
71,15%, and Fever in 57, 69%

The Sodium was normal in 92,30% of Rota positive Cases. The Potasium was
normal in 71,15% of Rota positive Cases. Leucocyts were normal in 88,46% of the Rota
positive Cases. The Treatment was mainly in Replasing the Fluids and Electrolyts. The
Complications in the positive Group were the Convulsions in 15, 38%,Lactas defficincy

This survey aims to find out the degree of Hearing loss diffusion among
elementary school students in the region of Lattakia , and especially undiagnosed and
unknown to parents , because hearing loss has important effects on children which
we don't see with elderly.

The randon pattern includes (1503 ) students between 6-9 years. The pattern
shows 65 hearing loss cases which is ( 4.33 % ) of the pattern . Out of the 65 cases
there is (24 ) cases - which forms ( 36. 93 ) - un diagnosed befor and this percentage

IS quite high.

The first cause for hearing loss among students according to our survey is
chronic serous otitis media ( 26.1 % ) and more than half of these cases were
undiagnosed befor .

(7.7 %) especially by Gentamycine which was used in there early childhood . the
