Many scholars deny the existence of any artistic prose in the pre-Islamic
period .They proclaim that the literal creation of Arabs was confined to poetry for

many different reasons .The most important reason is that the artistic prose needs

mental sublimity which was not achieved by the Arabs yet .

This essay tries to refute those claims, and it explains that the Arabs were not
different from other nations which produced artistic prose .They used to have a
considerable artistic prose .Most of that prose had been lost .But the loss of that

prose doesn't mean that it wasn't existent. This essay discusses " rhetoric " as an
example of that prose .
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
