0 ABSTRACT O

This essay handles the attitude of the poetry and the poets of desert towards

difficult for them to be convinced of Islam and to neglect what their fathers and
grandfathers had believed in.

This
struggle was best represented by the poetry of desert and the like from the beginning
of Islam till the time after the death of the prophet Muhammad, peace upon him,
though we could clearly feel in their poetry some features of the true belief which

denotes to the positive aspects of the new doctrine.
