1-An introduction to the poet's life and to his political, social and
notional age.
2-The mythical abstraction in Mihiar's poetry.

1t is a research work aimed at approaching the origin of Mihiar's
mythical abstraction about the woman: the "gem" woman, the "egg"
woman, the "sun" woman, the "doll” woman", the "corpulant” woman;
and the :tree"” abstraction.

This is an attempt to search for these concepts in the origin of the
pre-Islamic Arab poetry and to show how these concepts were
developped. This work is an analysis endoavouring to attain the fathom
of these meanings, the manner of their fashioning in theconscious of the
Arab human being and their introduction to the devotional and social
notion up till Mihiar's age.

The "tree" abstraction aims at evidencing the marks of the human
and social creeds associated with the'tree” human conception, at
showing these creeds's appearance in the Arab human being, at
demonstrating their explanation of somrthing of the religious and social
Jfaiths which were inherited and brought over; and which expressed the
Arab zeal since the Pre-Islsam are up till Mihiar Al Dilami's age.
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
