The study was conducted on a sample of teachers in the province of Latakia
numbered (304) teachers, researcher used scale of the Personal the General Belief in a Just
World scale. The study aimed to identify:

The Differences between (PBJW) and (GBJW) to the members of the sample.

The differences between the members of the sample in the strength of the degree of
(PBJW) and (GBJW) according to demographic variables (sex, age, number of years
professional experience, working environment).

Researcher reached the following conclusions: there are differences between the
scores of the sample on the scale of (PBJW) and (GBJW) for the benefit of (PBJW), there
are no differences between the mean scores of the sample on a scale of (PBJW) and
(GBJW) according to demographic variables for the benefit of the countryside, while there
is differences on the same scale according to the work place.
